QUICK AND EASY MEALS FROM YOUR DRPG BOARD MEMBERS

Kristin C.: | love having meals in the freezer for a quick dinner when | don't feel like cooking.
This a quick and easy meal - get some Freezer ziploc bags and some chicken - you can make
several servings of this all at once and then freeze it. Just grab it from the freezer, defrost and
put it on the BBQ. This Greek Grilled Chicken Breast is from my Greek Friend Tina.
Directions: Combine 2 Tablespoons lemon juice, 2 Tablespoons olive oil, 3 tablespoons
chopped parsley, 1 garlic clove, crushed in garlic press and 1/2 teaspoon dried and oregano in
a large plastic storage bag. Pierce 4 skinless, boneless chicken breast halves (1 to 1 1/2
pounds) several times and sprinkle with salt and pepper. Add to bag and coat with dressing.
Marinate for 20 minutes (or freeze until you are ready to use). Remove chicken from bag. Grill
or broil for 6 minutes per side. Or, cook in a grill pan over med-high until cooked through.

Shannon H: Her eds a meal w ¢ Chitken EncHiladas: IPlace b dan @ream of
Chicken soup, % can milk, 1 small can mild green chiles, and one dollop of sour cream in the
blender. Then, add: 1 can chicken (or equivalent chopped cooked chicken). Place corn
tostadas (I buy them already fried and packaged) in a baking dish and pour %2 of the enchilada
mix over them. Add grated cheese. Then do a second layer of tostadas and the rest of the
enchilada mix and finally more cheese. Bake at 350 degrees for 30 minutes. This recipe feeds a
family of four with young kids.

Sue H.: | love to cook ahead and have something ready to thaw and warm, ready to serve. If |
am grilling chicken, I grill extras and freeze them in zip bags. | can thaw them, slice and throw
the meat on a salad for a quick and low carb dinner. | do the same with ground beef. | cook
two to four pounds of ground beef all at once with taco seasoning, then freeze it in 1 cup and 2
cup containers. | can thaw one in the microwave in minutes for tacos, burritos or taco salad.
